TREASURER’S

REPORT
Patty Finan read the treasurer’s report for Dolly Mayer. July 1 beginning balance was $7,819.01. We received $130 from dues, $635 from the car show, $18 from postcards, $392.72 for fireworks and $3.94 from interest for a total of $1,179.66. Expenses were $760 for the car show, $10.60 for hardware for the banner, $75 to Dan May for putting up the banner, $6.30 for postage for ABC Day, $350 for the port-a-john from the Fourth of July, $2,778.44 for the balance of the fireworks, $250 for the DJ for the car show and $87.50 for advertising. The advertising bill is held pending research on what it was for. Total expenses were $4,317.84. New ending balance is $4,680.83. CD has $7.320.03 in it.


There was a $365 loss on the car show and no one came to a meeting to discuss what was being done. Dick Campbell will be asked to come to the next meeting.
