REPORT                         June’s minutes were accepted as read.  

TREASURER’S

REPORT
Dolly Mayer gave the treasurer’s report. June 1 beginning balance was $5,208.39. We received $105 from dues, $59.50 from the sale of hats, $3,371 for fireworks and $3.47 from interest for a total of $3,538.97. Expenses were $19.95 for the address stamp, $10 for flower planting, $42 for postage, $806.40 for new hats, and $50 for the DJ deposit for the car show. Total expenses were $928.35. New ending balance is $7,819.01. Fireworks collections total $3463 and the total due was $3,778. Darleen Ferensic reported that only $268.72 was collected from the canisters this year, as opposed to $304 from last year. Also, many asked why a collection hat was not passed around at the fireworks this year. There are also more checks coming in for the fireworks that have not been deposited. The fireworks were great this year.

  OLD BUSINESS  
Inventory of items for sale has been done but the new hats have not been distributed yet. Shirley Dorland and Bernie Marsh will get them out this week. Shirley has collected money from all businesses but Doug Lerash. 

Patty Finan and Elaine Reinke met to review pictures for the Web site. They were scanned in and sent to Jean Natzel. We have added some to the Fourth of July, the ABC Day and the Spring Fling Web pages. The pictures on top of the home page will be switched out to include people. Jean has gone over her original estimate by about 4 hours so the charge so far is $720. We will wait until the final photo changes are done and then ask for an invoice, as it should not need much maintenance. Jean Natzel is on vacation next week, so hopefully all the changes will go in before she leaves. It was decided that we will talk to the Village once the invoice is received. We will work over the winter to decide how to highlight members and what to charge etc. 

Darleen Ferensic will take out an ad in the Harbor Beach Times thanking everyone for their effort at the Fourth of July Festival. The weather was great, the tractor pull a success and the flea market went well. Everyone was pleased. Roy Reinke reported that three port-a-johns were used for the weekend for the people waiting for the parade and others by the car show. He asked if the chamber could help to pay part of the cost. Dean Smith motioned, seconded by Fay Riehle, to pay the $350 portion of the bill. Motion passed. Roy thanked the chamber. Dolly, Bernie and many of the businesses reported their best weekend ever, even without the softball tournaments in town. The Old Timers game is still going on the last weekend of July.

NEW BUSINESS
ABC Day was discussed. It was agreed to ask the calliope guy to return this year. Bernie will keep the yard signs at the restaurant for people to pick up and put out. Darleen will ask Dan May to put up the ABC Day banner. There will be no car show at ABC Day this year. Patty will ask Thumb Area Transit if they can invoice each group separately – the chamber, the County Parks and Huron City Museums. We will also have face painting this year. Patty will call The Buggs from Harbor Beach and see if they would like to sing at ABC Day. 


Shirley will take out ads in the Harbor Beach Times, on TV and in the Community Corner of the Huron Daily Tribune. She will also try to get into the Thumb Blanket calendar for free. Elaine Reinke asked about an ad in the Lakeshore Guardian. Dean Smith motioned, seconded by Roy Reinke, to take out a $94 ad in the Lakeshore Guardian for ABC Day. Motion passed and Elaine will work on it. 


Dolly mentioned that we have received an $87 bill from the Thumb Blanket for a Fourth of July ad. Dolly will research as we did not buy it.


Shirley Dorland motioned, seconded by Fay Riehle, to pay Dan May $75 for taking care of the banners for us. Motion passed.


There were no Fourth of July softball tournaments this year. Jason Jurgess wrote an e-mail to Gene Schuett about how disappointed he was there were no games, as he used to play here on the Fourth. Gene wrote back a long letter, explaining the situation and what had happened. Changes will be made from the Memorial Day Weekend tournament to correct the problems that were encountered. Gene is hoping that word will get out and they will return to Port Hope to play softball again. 


Patty Finan mentioned the Civil War camp at Huron City Museums on the 19th and 20th and handed out flyers to everyone.


Roy Reinke handed out comments that were gathered at the Fourth of July event and most were very positive.
