REPORT
Dolly Mayer gave the treasurer’s report. May 1 beginning balance was $6,374.04. We received $40 from dues and $3.35 from interest for a total of $43.35. Expenses were $1,000 for fireworks deposit, $125 for the puzzle ad for the Pointe Aux Barques Lighthouse Association and $84 for postage for a total of $1209.00. New ending balance is $5,208.39. Port Hope Bucks has $180 in it (Huron’s Finest sent their Bucks in) and the CD has $7268.73 in it. Fireworks collections so far total $2,435!
