SECRETARY’S 

REPORT                         March’s minutes were accepted with changes. There was no April meeting due to lack of attendance.  

TREASURER’S

REPORT
Dolly Mayer gave the treasurer’s report. March 1 beginning balance was $5,592.79. We received $375 from 75 tickets for the Spring Fling, $114 from the 50/50 raffle and $2.90 from interest for a total of $491.90. Expenses were $350 for Emerson Pilaske band, $115 for the Yard Sale Trail fee and $71.79 for supplies for a total of $536.79. New ending balance is $5547.90. Port Hope Bucks has $280 in it and the CD has $7268.73 in it. 

 
April 1 beginning balance is $5547.90 with income of $1150 from dues and $3.39 from interest for a total income of $1153.39. Expenses were $45.25 for groceries for Spring Fling, $32 for Community Calendar in the Huron Daily Tribune for Spring Fling and $250 for the Outdoorama fee. Total expenses are $327.25 for a new ending balance of $6374.04.

We do need more hats printed at Brennan’s. Darleen Ferensic thought 145 got us a break in the price. We will wait until the inventory is taken to decide on the t-shirts. Shirley Dorland motioned, seconded by John Kriewall, to purchase 145 hats. Motion passed. Darleen will handle this.

NEW BUSINESS
Jean Wingblad asked the Chamber to support the new puzzle of the three local lighthouses – Port Austin, Pointe Aux Barques and Harbor Beach. There are only 20 left of the last puzzle that was done – it has been a good fund raiser for them. It will cost $125 to sponsor an ad and only eight sponsor spots are available. Fay Riehle motioned, seconded by Elaine Reinke, to pay the $125 to sponsor the puzzle for the Pointe Aux Barques Lighthouse Society. Motion passed. Harbor Beach and Pointe Aux Barques will get 100 puzzles each and Port Austin will get 150. The cost will still be $15. It was questioned whether we could add our Web site to it and Jean was not sure when it was going to press.


A question came up about the fees charged at the park for the softball tournaments. The Chamber is glad that Gene Schuett has picked up the tournaments from Dan Burton. 


Bernie Marsh brought up an advertising possibility on placemats. It would cost $300 to get our events on mats going in Foster’s Inn, Farmer’s Tavern and Al’s Restaurant. We did share some of the previous placemats with the Amvets and Sportsmen’s Club. Shirley Dorland motioned, seconded by Fay Riehle, to pay $300 to get our schedule of events on the placemat. Motion passed. 


Bernie mentioned that the benches need to be brought out of storage but no one was sure where they had been stored. Elaine will ask Gary Schave to help us get them out. 


The flower planting in town will take place on June 4th at 5:00 pm. Elaine Reinke will order the flowers and coordinate the event.


The Tip of the Thumb Heritage Water Trail is hosting an event on June 6 – 8th in Port Austin. Last year it was in Harbor Beach and we promoted Port Hope and gave away popcorn. Shirley Dorland agreed to help out at the table this year in Port Austin. We can sell our t-shirts, hats, postcards and hand out flyers. Patty Finan will e-mail the group to see about costs etc. Darleen will ask Brennan’s to see if the new hats can be in before then. 


Darleen asked to order a stamp with the Chamber name and the PO Box 85 address on it for the Fourth of July donation envelopes. It was agreed that she could. Darleen had printed out the fireworks donation letter and Patty had brought some mailing labels. Some were assembled and attendees took their own letter home to save postage. Darleen and Bernie will mail them out.
