TREASURER’S

REPORT
Dolly Mayer gave the treasurer’s report. Beginning balance was $4,408.09 with $735.46 in income. This includes $818 for the Fall Hoedown, $85 for an entry correction and $2.46 from interest. There were expenses of $1512.45 for an ending balance is $3,631,10. Expenses included money for Web site updates, advertising for ABC Day, food for the picnic, Christmas toys for the kids, the Fall Hoedown and other miscellaneous expenses (see the connected sheet). The Fall Hoedown had an income of $818 and expenses of $939.49, so it costs the Chamber $136.49. Prizes included $500 and it was decided to discuss this next year to see if we still need to have it.

Wolverine Fireworks sent a new contract for us to consider. The price of the same show for next year will cost $4853, with a 7% discounted price of $4598.22. If we go with the new contract and have problems collecting the money in the 2010 and 2011, then we can revert to the 2009 price. If there are increases in the fireworks, he will have to pass them on to us. We did not collect much in the canisters this year. Shirley Dorland motioned, seconded by Dean Smith, to sign the new contract at the higher price. Motion passed. 

Tickets for the New Year’s Eve Dance have been printed and given to Bernie Marsh. She has sold two tickets so far and they are also at North Shore Grocery, and Bob’s Beverages. Bernie will ask the Ziel Zoom Zone if they want to sell them also. Bernie will check with Doug Davis to see if we can sell tickets at the Amvets Senior event on the last Tuesday of November. Flyers were done by Darleen but changes need to be made and they will be distributed once they are changed. Bernie was asked to make sure that dinner was on time this year, as many attendees are elderly and need to eat by a certain time. Deadline for tickets will be December 23. We will have to decorate the hall ourselves. 

Patty Finan passed out the 2009 draft calendars. It was noted that the Harvest Dinner fell on the same night as the scheduled Fall Hoedown. Marilyn Scott will check with Emerson Pilaske to see if they can play on October 17th. 

Shirley Dorland and Dolly Mayer agreed to stay on as vice-president and treasurer respectively. A round of applause was given to them for helping the Chamber out. 

The sing-a-long will be held at 4:30 pm at the Rubicon Township Hall. Cookies can be brought to the hall at 4:30 pm. Santa has been booked and Sally has the singers ready. Elaine Reinke agreed to put up the tree. Darleen also bought the goodies to go in the children’s bags.
