There were no expenses so the ending balance is $4,408.09. Port Hope Bucks has $50 left and the fireworks fund ended up with $4805.99 collected for a $3778.44 bill. This leaves $1027.55 extra in the account. The CD has $7357.85 in it. It was mentioned that it is nice that we do not need to have a fund raiser event for the fireworks. We will review the list next year before we send it out.
