· We want to use more of the page  (unlike the table the chamber now has that only uses about 60-70% of the screen). But – we do not want to make it too wide so people have to scroll across.

· We would like the heading to go across the top – perhaps with a colored background or photo background

· Buttons horizontally under the heading:

· Contact Us

· Maps/Location

· Calendar of Events

· Visitor’s Guide

· Photo Gallery

· Links going down the left side of the page/vertically:

· Home

· Recreation/Entertainment

· Marinas/Fishing

· Lodging/Camping

· Shopping

· Food & Dining

· Services

· Civic/Corporate

· We’d like the rest of the page to be where we can place information and pictures. A white background would be best probably. As a person clicked on any of the buttons at the top or links on the left, this “white area” would change to reflect the information for that button or link – but the heading and buttons at the top and the links at the left would always be the same from page to page.
