Rugs from Allan Marschke – one of Oriental rug appraisers in the state, has a shop in Grosse Pointe on Kercheval Road

Most expensive rug is in the Founder’s Room in the Welcome center. 1880’s, Kirmen (kerman?) rug from south central Iran, red dye was from the kochina beetle.

In the Church, east side – Karabaugh (?) from the Caucuses, 19th century had chemical and natural dyes, does need repair work by the table


Flag should be put onto canvas with a frame, stitch in the same color with a person under and a person above to pass the needle through it. 


Silk one under easel is machine made.

Hotel – blue one – Peking, Chinese, few hundred years old – older than some, designs cut into beige trim from the top, 1870’s to 1880’s, overcast stitch to repair the edges of it


Now they soak it in a mix of chlorine/water to make it look old


Dining room – 19th century, Vidjar Iran was town they were made it – Kurds made it, 1890’s had both chemical and natural dyes, should be taken up so no one walks on it, needs to be cleaned and repaired, he would clean, stabilize and mount for us to hang for free! The rug would have been valuable at the time it was bought.


1845 quilt – hand painted onto the quilt, hand blocked, yellow fades and the green leaves turn to blue over time, put colors on one at a time, 


upstairs large one – Sultanabaad , Ziggler Mahal copied the Sultanabaad patterns and sometimes hard to tell between the copies and originals, needs overcast on ends to prevent raveling, Ziggler had factories set up in 1890’s to make the large sized rugs, looks like original webbing, it should be taken to the church and unrolled to see what we have, one like it (in good shape) was sold for $182,000!, Chet’s is a good place to take them on 696 and Dequindre to have them cleaned – charges $3/sq foot to clean, they might give us a break on the repair work needed, Allan can train our volunteers to do the overcastting

LSS – dining room, 19th century Sumac from the Caususes, like the one in New Haven library, picture in the hotel, overcast is needed – no pile means it is a Sumac – flat weave, Phoenix, most important textile we have


Parlor – early machine made to mimic Serupe (se ruuu pe) – 1st early 19th century in England



Small rug is Balouch – from northeast Iran in 1870’s – not in good shape – ruined


1880’s tablecloth by hair wreath is English – silk on handspun linen and a very nice piece

Store

Kashmir shawls are hanging from above, machine made, Indians ones are there too


Upstairs – saddle bag is interesting piece, purple on inside becomes gray on outside, looks to be 1890 to 1910 – maybe Billy or Richard? Folksine ? was invented in 1860’s and made it into rugs in 1870’s and 1880’s. It’s one piece of material



North front room is machine made on the floor.

Seven Gables

Entry hall – Karabagh – Caucasus circa 1870 – 1880, should have cover over it


       Small front one – from Iran, circa 1890 – 1910

Frank’s bedroom – take it off the floor! Hasn’t seen design before – send it to textile museum to get appraisal, silk, 

Billy and annabel’s bedroom – Kurdish, Serab circo 1870’s

Billy’s office – large Neriz circa 1870’s and 1880’s



Small one – Lesgni start shirvan 1880s from Caucasus

Parlor – kazaic circa 1870’s and 1880’s
