The Phelps-Hubbard Wedding


The marriage of Miss Annabel Hubbard of Huron City, to Mr. Wm. Lyon Phelps, of New Haven, Conn., occurred at the Hubbard home in Huron, on Wednesday, Dec. 21, 1892.


The ceremony which took place at 11 o’clock a.m. was solemnized according to the Methodist Episcopal service, by Elder Horton of Port Huron, assisted by Rev . Dryden Phelps, brother of the groom. The brides-maids were Miss Winifred Quimby, of Detroit, and Miss Franc Stafford, of Port Hope; the groomsmen were Messr’s. F.W. and Richard Hubbard, brothers of the bride.


The parlors where the ceremony took place were decorated with smilax and white carnations, the bridal party standing in the bow window of one of the large double parlors, with a cupid’s bow and arrow suspended above their heads composed of white carnations, hyacinths and smilax. The bridal party entered; while Miss Minnie Clary presided at the organ playing Lohengrin’s bridal march, along an aisle arranged for the occasion and made of standards with ropes of smilax caught from point to point with bunches of white carnations. The first of the party to enter was Mr. Wm. L. Phelps, the groom; and his best man, Mr. Frank W. Hubbard, followed by Mr. Richard Hubbard and Rev. Dryden Phelps; the two brides-maids, Miss Quimby and Miss Stafford came next, Rev. Horton next, and last of all the beautiful bride; alone; and attired in white satin, en train, trimmed in white swans down and pearl embroidery, with tulle veil and orange blossoms and carrying a bouquet of white bridal roses.


Miss Quimby wore a delicate shade of lavender crepe made in the Empress Josephine style, and Miss Stafford was attired in a pale blue crepe made after the same mode; both carried white carnations and wore carnations and smilax in their coiffeurs. The groom and his attendants were dressed in the usual conventional wedding costumes.


At the conclusion of the ceremony the organist played Mendelssohn’s wedding march while the bridal party received congratulations, after which the company, consisting of special friends of the bride, repaired to the dining hall. This room was decorated with white roses, smilax and ferns. The table was set in the choicest of linen, silver and glass, with candelabra and rose bud, smilax and fern decorations. White ribbon was suspended from the center of the chandelier above to each of the four corners of the table, being finished off with large bows of ribbon at the corners with loops and ends extending nearly to the floor. The menu included many delicacies and was enjoyed by all amidst much gaiety and good feeling.


Each guest was made the recipient of a bon-bon box with the initials H. P. and tied with white ribbon, which contained pieces of the bridal cake.


The happy pair received many valuable wedding presents including silver, cut glass, paintings, etc. the eldest brother presenting a Knabe piano and the younger brother, a case of silver.


The bridal party then made ready to catch the train at this place for Bad Axe, where a special palace car was in waiting to convey the entire party to Detroit; where upon their arrival in the city they expected to dine at the Cadillac hotel. 


The wedding party from Huron City arrived here Wednesday afternoon on the F. & P. M. and departed on the S, T & H, train, which was held half an hour for their accommodation. The party consisted of the groom and bide, Mr. and Mrs. William Lyon Phelps, Frank W. and Richard L. Hubbard, brothers of the bride; Rev. Dryden W. Phelps, of New Haven, Conn. brother of the groom; Herbert Quimby and the Misses Winnifred, Evaline, and Florence Quimby of Detroit; Miss Lallie Neal of Algonac; Eben Ayres of Saginaw; Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Zimball, William Learned, and Mrs. J. R. Learned of Port Austin. A parlor car equipped with all modern conveniences had been provided which conveyed them to Saginaw, thence over the F & P. M. to Detroit where the party dispersed. The young couple proceeded to Asheville, N.C. where they will remain during the holidays after which they will go to New Haven, Conn., their future home, stopping on the way at Boston for a few days.
