FLOTSAM AND JETSAM AND SUNKEN WRECKAGE:  

WHICH IS WHICH ON THIS TABLE?

FLOTSAM: FLOATING WRECKAGE OR CARGO FROM A SHIP, THE DEBRIS FIELD THAT REMAINS AFLOAT AFTER A SHIP HAS SUNK.

JETSAM:  THINK OF “JETTISON” OR “JET.” CARGO THROWN OVERBOARD TO LIGHTEN A SHIP IN DISTRESS.  (OF COURSE, JETSAM MIGHT FLOAT, BUT IF IT’S LIGHT ENOUGH TO FLOAT, WHY WOULD THEY THROW IT OVERBOARD?)

SUNKEN WRECKAGE:  THE REMAINS OF A SHIP WHICH HAS SUNK OR BROKEN UP, THE HEAVIER PARTS THAT SINK TO THE BOTTOM.
