General Store Grant Write Up
The General Store in Huron City Michigan is a two story structure located in the Huron City Museums complex. It was constructed by Langdon Hubbard, the founder of Huron City, who was a lumberman. The building was completed in 1883, after the Great Thumb Fire of 1881. Rooms include a general store, the post office and the artifact room. 
The general store portion has many goods left from the late 1800’s to early 1900’s that were for sale here. The post office has letters left from the 1881 fire that were never claimed. It also contains some of the many ledger books that were used to track profit and loss during this time. There is also a McKaskey accounting system that held receipts for all of the families in the area that shopped at the store. The artifact room contains various items from Michigan’s early history. There are saws and a lumber camp cook’s kitchen. There are blacksmith tools and a large bellows on the wall. Early carpentry tools are displayed along with farm tools and implements to harvest ice off the lake in the winter. The second oldest printing press in the state is also in the artifact room next to the old gasoline pump.
On the exterior, the major issue is repainting the outside. Interior needs are limited painting inside to repair the walls, reattaching and painting an exhaust pipe in the Post Office and filling the dry wall seam and repainting the Post Office.
