Log Cabin Grant Write Up

The LaGassa Log Cabin in Huron City Michigan is a one and a half story log cabin located in the Huron City Museums complex. It was constructed by Delia and Mitchell LaGassa, who built it in Grindstone City Michigan in 1837. It survived two large fires and was placed in the extensive flower garden behind the House of Seven Gables by Annabel Phelps. She purchased it for $100.  Carolyn Hubbard Parcells Lucas moved it to its present location when she established the Huron City Museums.

Artifacts in the cabin include three different spinning wheels, candle molds, a large cradle, a water yoke for children, a rocking chair made out of spinning wheel parts and various dishes. The original fireplace was removed due to structural issues. The rug on the floor is a hand-hooked log cabin rug that is not pieced together. 

The roof on the log cabin needs to be replaced. 

Wooden eaves troughs need to be added. 

The fireplace either needs to be rebuilt or a stain found to stain the newer wood to try and match the older wood. 

The outside needs to be re-pointed.
