The McFadden House Grant Write Up

The McFadden House in Huron City Michigan is a two story house located in the Huron City Museums complex. It was constructed in the 1880’s and was the schoolteacher’s home. The rooms include two rooms below and a large loft room upstairs.

The McFadden house is currently used for storage and as a changing room for brides before a wedding in the Huron City Church. We would like to make improvements to this house so that it could serve as a display area for special collections.  The space could also be offered to historical societies, local artists and groups for their rotating displays.  This would give us back the space in the Community House for its traditional displays, which are being restored and are ready to go back on display.

The McFadden house needs repairs and paint to the exterior, the windows and interior woodwork.  It needs new floor covering.  Air conditioning units and heaters would enhance its usefulness.  The foundations under the building need pointing up and the crawlspace needs ventilation to combat dampness and mold.
