Minutes of PAAHS August 5, 2004

Present: Catherine K., Sylvia N., Dan N., Jackie Y., Bob L., Diane E., Patty F.

Pres. Catherine Kennedy called the meeting at the Civic Center to order at 7:05 pm. Minutes of July 1st were read and one change was recommended. Catherine K. stated that she did not submit a bill for the note cards she used as thank you cards for the Biography book. Minutes accepted with change.

Treasure: Jackie Y. reported beginning balance of $6,982.73 and ending balance of $7,621.94. $1,290 in income and $660.79 in expenses. Most of the expenses were from the float, 150th event and the bonds for the raffle. The log cabin raffle winners were: doll house: Jade Stearnes, $100 bond: Katelynne Paleka-Kennedy and $50 bond: Josephine Schramski. Jackie also paid the $200 bill from Clemco for printing the note cards sold at the open house.

A motion was made by Bob L., seconded by Dan N., to not pay the Port Austin Chamber dues until later. A new board is to be elected in Spt. The motion passed with three no votes from Diane E., Catherine K., and Chris C. – in absentia. 

Jackie Y. reported that three checks for t-shirts were mistakenly made out to PAAHS and will be deposited and the money given to the 150th committee.

The raffle take was discussed. Income was $1376, expenses were $265 to Bob L. for the kit, $15 for the license, $75 for the bonds and $350 to the 150th committee. That leaves a net of $521. 

Pres. Catherine K. read thank you notes from the 150th committee for the $350 donation and also for hosting the open house and stamp cancellation. She also thanked everyone from the society who helped out during the 150th celebration. PAAHS will not be sponsoring a bocce ball team.

Biography book update: 5 people have not paid yet – Marilyn Baranski for $270, Garfield Inn for $90, Lou Schillinger for $90, Fire Dept. for $180, Doris Maquire for $90. Income from the books is $33,955.27 so far with expenses of $14,282.51. Money deposited into the account is $19,672.76. Joyce S. has not submitted her bill as of yet. There is no extra charge for the cancelled books. Cases can be signed out at the village hall. 35 books were sold at Spring Street Styling Salon, 3 by Bob L., 100 at UptheGroves Gifts, 5 at the library and 5 at Huron City. 

The young men you helped unload the books deserve recognition. A motion was made by Patty F. seconded by Sylvia N. to pay each of the four boys $25 for a total of $100. Motion passed.

Dan N. reported on sales this month of $188. 3 videos, 4 Huron County books, 8 calendars and one $8 book. 

Diane E. gave a building update. The lease giving us the property for $1 per year for 99 years has been signed by all responsible parties. The survey has been completed and we are now leasing 4.95 acres. Bob L. moved and Dan seconded to pay the $1000 bill to Case Survey. Motion passed.  The building committee is still meeting with the sisters on the building in Grindstone City. They will be meeting on Spt. 2 at 5:30 to go and look through the house – anyone is welcome to attend. The group is also looking at another log cabin that might be a possibility. Bob L. mentioned that there are log cabin kits you can purchase. Diane mentioned that there will need to be landscaping and grants subcommittees. Bob L. said he will bring his list of all the schools in 1904 to the next meeting. This may help us track down another building.

Dues are due in Oct. Elections are to be held in Spt. No one was sure what positions were up for election. Possibly Vice President. We will discuss having a potluck dinner at the next meeting. 

Jackie Y. will ask Jim Olson for an estimate to make a 4x8 sign for the property. It was discussed that we should ask Joyce S. for an estimate of putting all the photos from the bio book onto CDs for the society.

Bob L. reported that he is working on another book, taking the 750 biographies from the 1904 platt books and putting them into book form. This as well as hand made coasters could be used for a fund raiser for the building. Other ideas included an old-fashioned chicken bbq on the property, croquet tournaments with the other local historical societies and a $100 per plate dinner. 

Jackie Y. motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:40. Seconded by Sylvia and motion passed.
